• The continuation, with review in three years, of the following University Research Centres and 
Institutes:

o International Migration Research Centre 
o Tshepo Institute for the Study of Contemporary Africa 
o Centre for Leading Research in Education 

• The continuation of the Centre for Community Research, Learning and Action, with review in 
three years. 

• The continuation of the Manulife Centre for Community Health Research, with review in one 
year.
